Supplement for Ferrets

1.  Have you had ferrets before or do you currently own one?

2.  Why do you want a ferret?

3.  Do you rent or own your home?

4.  Is the ferret you are looking at neutered and/or descented?

5.  Ferrets are active animals and should not be caged unless required.  If confined, they should be kept in a cage large enough to allow separate sleeping, eating, litter and play areas.  A cage of 30 inches by 18 inches is suitable for housing 1-3 ferrets part time.  If confined for too long, clawing and gnawing at the cage occurs and dental damage is often the result.  How will you confine/house your ferret?
